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One balmy summer evening, I curiously monitored a
number of diving bats in our yard. These eerie crea-

tures stirred my imagination, caused me to research and
the results are this gothic garden article written especially
for October!

Bats are important to the garden and terribly gothic.
Bats can be frightening if you believe they can get

tangled in your hair or they are after your blood*both myths.
If a bat appears to be diving around your head, it is probably
after mosquitoes. A bat can consume up to 500 insects an
hour. In spite of their resemblance to rodents, bats are not
closely related to mice at all. Though small and furry, bats
are the only mammals to have achieved powered flight. Their
arms are spindly, with membranes stretched between the
fingers on each hand. Most bats rely on hearing for naviga-
tion. While birds have large eyes and keen sight, many bats
have a poor sense of vision and must rely on the sense of
hearing sonar echoes to find their way around. This might
make bats easy prey for strong fliers with keen sight but
bats compensate by being nocturnal.

The health hazard of having bats around humans is
small since very few bats actually carry rabies. Only

ten people in the past thirty years have gotten rabies from a
bat bite. If you want to attract a bat population around your
garden, there are two basic things you can do: Grow plants,
which attract night-flying insects and provide roosting areas

for bats. Burpee garden catalog offered seeds for plants that
attract insects that bats like to eat. Or you can buy a bat
roost, bat house, bat condo or bat mansion in kit form.

Praying Mantises are beautiful as far as insects go, and
almost as gothic as bats, since the female rips the

head of the male while mating. They are strictly carnivorous
and will attempt to eat any bug they can overpower. You can
buy praying mantis egg cases at most nurseries in the
spring. Once the baby mantises hatch they'll disperse into
your garden and eat all the insects they can find. Each egg
case will hatch as many as 200 of the tiny critters.

Toads in the garden are considered good luck, and they
love slugs. Provide toads with a water source for them

to lay their eggs in and grant them some shelter. A good
toad house could be as simple as a pot turned on its side
and buried halfway  into the ground.

If you want to keep toads around your
garden, you cannot use any pesticide. It will kill them.

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dragonflies are colorful, beautiful, exciting
and to some people, frightening. How-

ever, they are completely harmless to
humans. Sometimes dragonflies are called
"mosquito hawks" since mosquitoes are their
favorite treat. To attract dragonflies to your
garden, make 'perches' for them  to rest on,
3-4 foot high obelisks or tutuers or stakes in
the flowerbed. Don't use bug zappers that kill
dragonflies but don't attract mosquitoes.

Spiders are worth their weight in gold in
terms of pest control. If you find them,

leave them alone. There's nothing like a nice
spider web to add some gothy atmosphere to
your garden. (Of course, make sure the
spiders you have hanging around aren't
poisonous!)

Snakes are a mixed blessing. While they
do eat harmful rodent garden pests like

moles, mice and gophers, they also eat
beneficial garden visitors such as toads,
frogs, and lizards.

If you find yourself feeling a little gothic this
month--wearing dark colored clothing and

all, remember that mosquitoes are attracted
to dark clothing so you really should keep
company with one or more of the mentioned
gothic pest controllers.

GUIDELINES FOR
VOLUNTEER HOURS

Volunteer hours will be counted for the following:
1. Time worked on any approved project.

2. Travel time to and from projects, speaking engage-
ments, and Board meetings.

3. Time spent fulfilling Assocation assignments such
as: Project Coordinator, special committees, etc.

4. Time spent fulfilling an elected position on the
Executive Board.

5. Reasonable time spent in preparation for a speak-
ing assignment, as well as the time spent fulfilling the
assignment.

6. Time spent in preparing a news article or doing
other chores that help get The Garden Patch pub-
lished and distributed.

7. Time spent working on community projects outside
of the Association-approved projects.  Some ex-
amples are Red Butte, Sandy Beautification Commit-
tee, church gardens (all demoninations), and other
such gardening projects.

8.  No time is counted for work in your own yard or a
neighbor's yard.

9. If you are working on a community project of your
own, the SLMG Board needs to know what the project
is.  If two or more Master Gardeners are working on it,
that project must be approved by the Board.

10. Time spent on a project outside of Salt Lake
County (for example, Thanksgiving Point Gardens)
must be counted in that county unless it does not
have a Master Gardener program, in which case it
can be counted in Salt Lake County.

11. Non-Certified students must complete 40 hours
on approved projects.  The hours should be in at least
three areas.  One of the projects should have a
minimum of ten hours.  Our goal is to provide stu-
dents with a variety of experiences.  Projects listed in
item 7 above may be counted for up to 10 of these
first 40 hours.  However, church gardens (any de-
nomination) can only be counted after the first 40
hours have been filled elsewhere.  Once the first 40
hours have been filled as per these guidelines, other
projects of community service relating to gardening
and teaching gardening (including church gardens)
may be counted.  Please note that at least one of
these projects MUST involve actual hands-on gar-
dening - getting your fingers dirty.

How To Get a Project Approved
All aspects of the project must be de-

scribed and submitted in writing to the Executive
Board for evaluation and approval.  The project
must have value to the community and be within the
abilities and capabilities of the Association.  A written
report will be issued from the Executive Board to the
proposal submitter.
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September is State Fair time
and a lot of my time was spent there.
I did not enter any items in the fair.  It
seems that sleep was more impor-
tant to me.

My thinning job on my
Golden Delicious apple tree was not
adequate.  I had one large limb
break.  It is still attached, and will
wait to remove it when the apples are
ripe enough to pick.  The El Star
apples have been great this year.
With prices still high for apples at the
store, I'm glad to have them.

My Italian prune tree was
really loaded this year.  After the fair,
I discovered they were ripe and,
needless to say, the birds were really
enjoying them.  I am in the process
of drying them now.  A few years ago
my wife wondered why I dried them.
She would eat a few and complain
about the side effects.  In the last
year with her on a diet and needing
the side effects, they have become
fruit candy.  It has taken 40 years for
her to come to enjoy the only fruit I
had as a kid growing up in Cedar
City.

The rains of September have been great.  I shut my outside watering off
after the first storm and what a big difference!  The yard looks great with good old
rain.  It seems as though we can fertilize and water all we want, but a good rain
storm is the best for the yard.  It does bring its problems though, such as split
tomatoes, wet boggy soil when harvesting root crops, and the germination of new
weed seeds.  It is great to have a few days of free water from the sky and not
through the water meter.

In the next few days I am going to plant my garlic patch.  I will use the
spot I grew my green beans in.  Any time between now and October 15th is a good
time to plant.  The instruction I received from last year to only plant the outside
cloves of the garlic bulb seems to work great.

Fall clean up is ahead, and I will add the debris to my cooking compost
pile.  I want to save seed from the summer poinsettia plants.  There is a lot of work
to finish before the snow flies.  Speaking of cold weather, on September 19, 2002, I
found frost on the greenhouse roof.  The garden was not affected, but fall is on the
way.

I pulled the onions and started the drying process. The weather report
looks good for the next few days.  I am waiting to pick apples for a while.  I will
keep tasting them and checking for dark seeds.  Other years I have picked them
too early before full flavor has been achieved.  By storing them properly, I will have
apples until March or April of next year.

Enjoy the harvest, but get you fall clean up done!

Zucchini Casserole

   6 C shredded zucchini 1 cup Sour Cream
   1  1/4 C chopped onion 1/2 C Butter
   1 C grated carrot 1 C shredded Mozzarella Cheese
   1 Box of herb stuffing mix (buy the Stauffers bag, it has a little more)
   1 C Cream of Chicken Soup 1/2 C Shredded Cheddar Cheese

Cook Zucchini, onion, carrot in microwave for 3 minutes.  Drain.  Mix
melted butter and stuffing mix together.  Mix sour cream and soup together,
and add the vegetables and cheese.  Put 1/2 of the stuffing/butter mix on the
bottom of 9 X 13 dish.  Cover with the vegetable mix.  Top with remaining
stuffing on top.  Bake 25-30minutes at 350 degrees.

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BYLAWS OF THE SALT LAKE MASTER

GARDENER ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE I
Name

The name of this association shall be *The Salt Lake Master
Gardener Association.*  (Hereinafter referred to as *the
Association*).

ARTICLE II
Objectives

The objectives of the Association shall be:
A. To enhance and supplement the Utah State Univer-

sity Extension’s Consumer Horticulture through
teaching and research;

B. To extend Master Gardeners* knowledge of and
interests in horticulture and related activities;

C. To disseminate to Salt Lake County citizens
information on horticultural practices and tech-
niques in accordance with standards approved by
the Cooperative Extension Services of Utah State
University;

D. And to provide opportunities for its members to
meet and associate with others who have similar
horticultural interests.

ARTICLE III
Membership

Section 1.  There shall be four classes of membership:
Active member, Provisional member,  Associate member,
and Honorary member.

Section 2.  Active member.  Active membership shall be
limited to individuals who have successfully completed the
Utah State University Cooperative Extension Master Gar-
dener Training program (hereinafter "the Program"), and also
fulfilled the Program's volunteer service requirements.

Section 3.  Provisional member.  Provisional membership in
the Association will be granted to Master Gardeners upon
their graduation from the Program for up to one year.  Once
a provisional member fulfills the Program's volunteer service
requirements, Provisional membership terminates, and the
individual becomes eligible for active membership.

Section 4.  Associate member.  Associate membership
applies to an employee of Utah State University Cooperative
Extension Service who helps instruct, teaches, or furthers
the Association.
Section 5.  Honorary Membership.  A one year, honorary
membership may be bestowed by the Board of Directors
(hereinafter *the Board*) to any individual who has rendered
outstanding contributions to the Program.
Section 6.  Only Active Members are eligible to vote and
hold office.
Section 7.  Annual dues for each class of membership shall
be established each year by the Board at the October
meeting and shall be payable on or before the first of each
calendar year.  Those whose dues are not paid by March
1st will be automatically dropped from membership in the
Association.

ARTICLE IV
Officers

Section 1.  The officers of the association shall be a Presi-
dent, Vice President, Secretary, Historian and Treasurer.
The Treasurer shall serve without bond.  These officers shall
perform the duties prescribed by parliamentary authority
adopted by the Association, where that authority is not in
conflict with these bylaws.

Section 2.  Election of Officers.
A. Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of the

membership present at the October meeting in even
years.

B. The Nominating Committee, from a list of active
members, shall choose candidates for Officers and
Standing Committee Chairpersons.

C. The Nominating Committee shall be composed of
three (3) members.  The Board shall elect one (1) of
these.  The other (2) shall be elected by the
membership.

D. The Nominating Committee shall report to the Board
at least 60 days prior to the date set for the October
meeting.

Section 3.  Term of Office.  Officers shall serve for two years
or until their successors are installed.  The term of all
officers shall begin at the first of January following the
October meeting in which they are elected.  Officers shall
serve one (1) term in the same office.  If the Nominating
Committee is unable to find a candidate, an incumbent may
continue to serve with the Board*s approval.  The Board,
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subject to approval shall fill any vacancies that may occur
among the officers by the voting membership at the next
meeting.

Section 4.  The President, Vice President, Secretary,
Historian ,Treasurer and Immediate Past President shall
constitute the Association’s Executive Committee and shall
be responsible for its daily affairs.  The Immediate Past
President shall vote only in the case of a tie.

Section 5.  A Salt Lake County Extension Horticulture Agent
shall sit on the Board and the Association*s Executive
Committee in the role of advisor and liaison between the
Association and Utah State University.  The Agent shall have
no vote.

ARTICLE V
Meetings

Section 1.  The Monthly Meeting.  The Association shall
meet each 3rd Thursday of each month unless changed by
the Board.

Section 2.  The Executive Committee (Board Meeting) will
be held during the week preceding the Association*s
monthly meeting.

Section 3.  Special Meetings.  A special meeting may be
called by the President, a majority of the Board, or a petition
of not less than 25 percent of the voting membership.
Special meetings shall be held at a time and place to be
determined by the Board and within 45 days of the date that
they are called.  Notice of any special meeting shall be
mailed to the membership at least 30 days before the
meeting, and shall include a statement of the purpose or
purposes for which the meeting is being called.

Section 4.  Quorum.  Ten (10) percent of the membership
shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE VI
Board of Directors

Section 1.  The Board of Directors shall consist of the
President, Vice President, Secretary, Historian, Treasurer,
and the Chairpersons of the Standing Committees, the
immediate Past President, the Extension Advisor and the
Representatives of the Afternoon and Evening Classes.

Section 2.  The Board shall fix the date, time and place of
meetings, determine the Association*s Rule of Operations

and perform such other duties as are listed in these bylaws
or as are prescribed by the membership.

Section 3.  The Board shall meet annually or as deemed
necessary by the Executive Committee.  Special meetings
of the Board may be called by the President and shall also
be called upon written request of not less than 25 percent of
the Board.

ARTICLE VII
Committees

Section 1.  The Association*s Standing Committees shall be
Program Committee, Nominating Committee, and Volunteer
Coordinator Committee.

Section 2.  The Program Committee shall plan and coordi-
nate the educational and social activities of the Association
in accordance with the interests of the membership.

Section 3.  A special Auditing Committee of three (3)
members, none of whom are on the Board, shall be ap-
pointed by the President and approved by the Board at least
90 days before the end of the fiscal year.  The Auditing
Committee shall examine the Treasurer*s accounts of the
fiscal year and submit at the annual meeting a report in
writing and signed by all members of the committee.

Section 4.  Except for the Nominating Committee, the
membership of the Standing Committees shall be filled at
the discretion of the President.

Section 5.  The President shall appoint all special commit-
tees as are deemed necessary by these bylaws, The
Association, or the Board.
Section 6.  Those on the Board can only fill one Board
position at a time.

ARTICLE VIII
Finances

Section 1.  The Association*s fiscal year shall be from
January 1 to December 31.

Section 2.  The Auditing Committee as set, shall audit the
financial records of the Association each year.
Section 3.  The Executive Committee will approve spending
of funds.
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ARTICLE IX
Extension Advisor

The Association shall request that Utah State University
Cooperative Extension Service appoint a representative to
serve as an advisor to the Association.

ARTICLE X
Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert*s Rules
of Order Newly Revised shall govern the Association in all
cases in which they are applicable and in which they are not
inconsistent with these bylaws and special rules of order the
Association might adopt.

ARTICLE XI
Amendment of Bylaws

These bylaws may be amended at any meeting of the
Association by a two-thirds majority vote of members
present and voting, provided that notice of the proposed
amendment(s) shall have been given to the membership at
least 30 days prior to the meeting where they are to voted
upon.

ARTICLE XII
Misrepresentation  of Association

If anyone uses the association name of any of its member
lists of monetary gain, they are guilty of misrepresentation
of the association.

At the direction of the executive board, the offender will be
contacted through a letter informing them of the problem.
Their membership can be revoked and the unused portion of
their fees may not be refunded.

The executive board will have the responsibility of publishing
a statement each year in the month of March to the effect of
*each member is not to use the association name, the title
of Master Gardener, or the mailing list for commercial or
other gain*. These rules will also be discussed by the
county USU extension personnel in the first class of each
session of the new Master Gardeners class
